Sola scriptura – Scripture alone - The Bible is 
the only inspired, inerrant, and authoritative 
Word of God. 
 
Solus Christus – Christ alone - Christ is the      
exclusive mediator between God and man. 
 
Soli Deo gloria – Glory to God alone - All 
glory is due to God alone, since salvation is                 
accomplished solely through his works.
